Tonightôs Game 
(Atlantic City) ï Tonight is game three of a six-game homestand, and 

the series finale of a three game set against the Nashua Pride. The Surf are 

looking for the series sweep, after dominating the Pride in games one and 

two of this series, outscoring Nashua 25-12. The 25 runs is the highest 

two game total for the Surf this year. With Quebecôs 4-3 win over  

Worcester last night, the Capitales still sit in first place in the league with  

the Surf just a half game back. The Surf opened the homestand on Friday  

with a convincing 15-9 win over the Pride. The offense exploded for 15  

runs, the most theyôve scored in a game this year. Every batter in the lineup  

reached base, and all but Josh Burrus recorded a hit. C William Plaza 

had the biggest night, going 3-for-3 with a three-run home run and two  

walks. Rory Shortell won his fifth straight start and sixth of his last seventh 

after working six strong innings. Shortell struck out seven batters and 

walked none. Last night, the offense put up big numbers again, scoring  

ten runs. Starter Brian Rodaway earned his ninth win, pitching eight solid 

innings. Tonight JC Huguet takes the hill. The righty turned in one of his 

 best outings of the season earlier this week against Worcester, outdueling 

Tom Cochran for his eighth win. Matt OôBrien makes his second start 

of the year for the Pride. He is 1-0 with a 1.69 ERA. 

 

Breaking Down Nashua 
Nashua went 21-26 in the first half of the season, which put them in seventh 

place overall. Currently, they are 12-14 in the second half, and sit midpack 

in the standings. Offensively, 1B Bryan Duplissie leads the Pride attack. 

The slugger is batting .323 with 15 home runs and 50 RBIôs. His .573 

slugging percentage ranks fourth in the Can-Am League. Friday nightôs  

starter Lance Stevens has been arguably their best pitcher this season, with a  

6-5 record and a 4.45 ERA. As a team, Nashuaôs .270 AVG ranks last in 

the league, and their 5.09 ERA ranks fifth.  

 

Inside the Series 
The Surf have fared very well against Nashua this season, as they are 8-1 

so far. Prior to this series, it had been the pitching getting the job done, as 

the Surfôs staff came into this series with a 2.56 ERA against the Pride; 

their best mark against any team. In this series it has been all offense, as 

the Surfôs combined 15 run total the last two games is their highest two  

game total of the season. After this series, these teams meet only once more,

Brockton used a big day at the plate from SS Dominic Ramos and a solid effort from their newest hurler to top Ottawa 4-1.  Ramos 

had four hits in five trips to the plate and scored a run while Rony Mercado tossed five shutout innings to earn a victory in his 

professional debut. Mercado struck out three, walked two, and allowed just three hits. A trio of relievers including closer Jerry Dunn 

turned in solid performances to insure the Rox victory, with Dunn collecting his 17th save.

Surf release Kovatch, sign Hurst 
The Atlantic City Surf have signed OF Jason Hurst to the clubôs roster. A native of Thomasville, Ga., Hurst previously played this 

season for the Grand Prairie AirHogs of the American Association, where he appeared in six games. He split the 2007 season 

between the Evansville Otters of the Frontier League and the Charlotte County Redfish of the South Coast League, where he played 

under current Surf manager Cecil Fielder. With Charlotte County, he hit .275 with five home runs and 27 RBI in 51 games. His first 

professional season came in 2005 when he patrolled the outfield for the Boston Red Soxô Gulf Coast League team. The club also 

released outfielder Billy Kovatch. In 40 games with the club, Kovatch hit .281 with 19 RBI and four doubles. 
 

Cox wins pitcher of the month 
Adam Cox was named the Can-Am League Pitcher of the Month for July. In six starts for the Surf, Cox went a perfect 4-0 with a 1.11 

ERA as the club finished the month 19-8. In 40 2/3 innings pitched, the Valdosta, Ga., native gave up five earned runs, 28 hits and 12 

walks while striking out 48 batters. He is currently 7-2 with an earned run average of 2.12, and has registered 96 strikeouts in 89 

innings pitched, with opponents hitting a paltry .222, and just .192 in July. Cox is second in the league in strikeouts and at the top in 

ERA. His superb pitching was a major factor in the clubôs solid play all month long, during which the Surf ended the first half of the 

season in third place. 

 

Surf finishes July with 19-8 record 
The Surf are sad to see the month of July go, as they went 19-8, their best mark in any month this season. Only Quebec at 20-8 

ranked better in the Can-Am League.
